“multisearch” of various material types, whether books and audiovisual materials,
magazine and newspaper articles, digitized resources, indexes, ebooks, and/or web
resources.

1.) The MelL "Best of the Web" collection of resources by subject

e One of the first Internet subject collections, now in a pathfinder format
e Sites are chosen by professional librarians, with emphasis placed on Michigan

2.) Mel Magazines, Newspapers, eBooks, Practice Tests, and morel!

For Michigan residents only: from your library, from your library's Web page or from anywhere
else you have an Internet connection (with your driver’'s license or state ID):

e $3.6 million worth of electronic resources (more than 40 subscription databases)
purchased by the Library of Michigan for Michigan residents

e Mel includes millions of articles from over 45,000 indexed magazines and

3.) MelLCat

For Michigan residents only: a catalog of over 7 million unique titles and over 20 million
holdings (and growing!) from libraries around the state.

e Patrons from participating libraries can borrow books, CDs, and movies from other
libraries at no charge

e Fast delivery—most items sent to the patron's library in 2 days

e Almost 150 libraries (public, academic, school and special) are currently
participating in MelLCat

4.) MelL Michigana, a growing selection of digitized statewide historical resources including
manuscripts, photographs, audio files, etc.
