What particular objective(s) was/were being implemented?  How were these communicated to the students?
3.
How did the students respond throughout the lesson?

4.
Did any student’s reaction(s) cause you to act differently than you had planned?

5.
What did you notice about the students that you had not realized?

6.
Describe the teaching/learning environment at the time of the lesson and any classroom management techniques you demonstrated.  
7.
What alternative actions or strategies occurred during this lesson?  Why did you select to incorporate such actions or strategies?
8.
Upon reflection what would you do differently in planning, executing the lesson, or managing the classroom to maximize learning for all students?
9.
What were your reactions to being videotaped?  What are the strengths and weaknesses of being videotaped?
10.       What have you learned that will change the way you teacher or operate within the classroom?

Share your analysis with your classroom teacher.  It is suggested that your classroom teacher conduct a formal lesson evaluation on you using the SAU Lesson Observation Form for the videotaped lesson.  You should then conference with the teacher to go over your analysis and their formal observation.  Make sure to share your analysis and the lesson observation with your supervisor.
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
